


Booking Requirements
• Minimum of 40 paid players
• Advance deposit required to confirm booking
• All players must use power carts
• Starting price based on shotgun start, Monday to Thursday at 8am or 1pm
• For shotgun starts with less then 72 players, we reserve the right to fill holes with other guests
• Tournament convenor is responsible for all damages to course property and equipment

Tournament Rules & Regulations
These rules and regulations are in place to ensure that your participants have a great experience, that a high 

level of decorum and safety is maintained on the course and that all applicable laws are adhered to.
Please make sure these course rules and regulations are communicated to your participants in advance of 

your event so they are aware and to avoid any embarrassment on tournament day.

Dress Code
We ask that all participants (organizers, players, & volunteers) wear the proper golf attire on the golf course and in the clubhouse.

Acceptable Attire
Gentlemen
• Slacks
• Bermuda or Walking length shorts
• Jeans that do not have holes or frays
• Shirts should have sleeves and a collar
Ladies
• Slacks or Capri Pants
• Bermuda or Walking length shorts
• Jeans that do not have holes or frays
• Shirts should have collar or sleeves

Unacceptable Attire
• Sweat pants, bathing suits, etc.
• Tank tops, muscle shirts, cut-off shirts, halter or strapless tops
• Other attire the professional staff deems inappropriate

Footwear
• The Digby Pines Golf Course is a Soft Spike Facility.  Metal spikes are NOT 
   permitted at any time.
• Running shoes, casual shoes (no heel) and golf sandals are permitted.

Power Carts and Rental Clubs
• Players will be advised of course conditions and must obey the cart rules set out on the tournament date.
• Use of cart paths between greens and tees on all holes is mandatory. 
• Please abide by all cart sings on course

Golf Course Etiquette
• Players are asked to repair ball marks, replace divots, and rake bunkers.
• All power and pull carts are to be kept off tee boxes and greens.
• Please respect the other golfers and refrain from the use of profanities on the golf course.

Contests on the Golf Course
• Signs for Longest Drive and Closest to the Pin will be made available to all tournaments at no charge.
• If sponsor signs are to go out on the golf course, please submit the signs with hole placement information to the pro shop at least two hours prior to the start
   of the tournament.
• Digby Pines is not responsible for any signs that are left from tournaments. Please ensure that any signage is picked up the day of the tournament.

Food and Beverage
• In accordance with Nova Scotia Gaming Commission liquor dispensing laws, all alcohol must be supplied by the Digby Pines Resort.
• Outside source sampling may be permitted through the authorization of course management and must be arranged in advance and specified in the contract.

Pace of Play
Slow play is the #1 problem and biggest frustration at most golf courses. 

A “Pace of Play” Program has been adopted at the Digby Pines Golf Course to help players to know what is an acceptable amount of time to play our golf 
course that states:
• Play should not take more than an average of 15 minutes per hole.
• Maintain pace with the group ahead to maintain the time limits above.
• All tournaments will play a Texas Scramble format unless authorized by the Head Golf Professional prior to the event.

WAYS TO COMBAT SLOW PLAY ARE:
• BE READY to hit when it is your turn.
• AVOID taking excessive practice swings.
• MARK SCORE on the next tee when players are waiting.
• KEEP PACE with the group ahead of you.

Starters/Marshall’s
Our Starters and Course Marshall are on the course to help your group and all players to enjoy their day and maintain the Pace of Play. If you have any questions 
or concerns, they are there to help or to convey those concerns to management. Our course Marshall will attempt to help the participants to maintain the pace, 
but if necessary steps may need to be taken to have the participants back on pace.

Our rules and regulations are in place to be
fair to all players and to help promote an enjoyable golf experience for everyone.
